Job	overview	

The	Tyee	is	hiring	a	web	and	copy	editor	to	work	remotely,	beginning	in	mid	
to	late	summer	2023.	The	position	is	part	time,	five	days	a	week.	

The	successful	candidate	will	work	independently	and	report	to	managing	
editor	Tara	Campbell.	They’ll	be	responsible	for	uploading	the	daily	story	
lineups	to	our	internal	content	management	system,	and	copy	editing	them	
for	grammar	and	style.	

Stories	are	to	be	prepped	in	the	evening	window	prior	to	their	publication	
date,	with	the	potential	for	early	morning	handling	for	East	Coast-based	
candidates.	Copy	writing	and	structural	editing	are	not	part	of	the	position.	

This	role	is	ideally	suited	to	someone	who	has	a	penchant	for	detail,	
experience	from	a	publishing	or	media	background,	and	who	is	invested	in	the	
values	of	The	Tyee.	Knowledge	of	Canadian	Press	Style	is	essential;	familiarity	
navigating	legacy	content	management	systems	outside	of	WordPress	is	an	
asset.	

	
Duties	include:	

• Copy	editing	stories	according	to	both	CP	and	Tyee	style	
• Uploading	text	and	images	to	our	internal	content	management	system	
• Maintaining	story	layout	and	formatting	consistent	with	Tyee	standards	
• Photo	resizing	and	cropping	
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Requirements	(the	right	candidate	ticks	these	boxes):	

• At	least	two	years	of	copy	editing	experience,	full	or	part	time	
• Knowledge	of	Canadian	Press	Style	
• Methodical	penchant	with	sharp	attention	to	detail	
• Appreciation	of	The	Tyee’s	editorial	values	
• Experience	with	basic	html	and	CMS	handling	
• Effective	time	management	skills	and	self-regulated	work	ethic
